SUBJECT: National Parliamentarian Application Process
1.  The purpose of this memo is to outline the process for applying for National Parliamentarian, as well as important upcoming suspenses for the process.
2.  The National Parliamentarian’s job description is outlined in AASMAN-1, section 8.11.2.  The parliamentarian is the “right hand man” of the NBC at NATCON, serving as an advisor on parliamentary procedures as well as conducing roll calls, voting, and taking minutes at business sessions.  The NPar also has a key role in helping prepare for business sessions in the months leading up to NATCON.  Upon completion of NATCON, the NPar will assume the position of National Business Chair until the following NATCON.

3.  The application process is described in AASMAN-1, section 8.11.  Only AS 300 year cadets, or AS 400 year cadets that will be completed next academic year, are eligible to apply.  Additionally, candidates cannot be members of National HQ or NATCON HQ staffs.  All other active members of AAS are eligible to apply; no prior experience is necessary, although thorough knowledge of the manuals and parliamentary procedure will be tested throughout the application process.
4.  The application packet must be snail mailed to myself, the candidate’s area commander, and the Executive Management Center (three separate packets in all).  The application must include a letter of qualifications (contents outlined in AASMAN-1, section 8.11.1), and at most three letters of recommendation.  The packet must be postmarked NLT 15 Nov 2006 in order to be considered.  Please note that this suspense is rapidly approaching, and inform your squadron members as such.
