Silver Wings Dress Cheat Sheet

· Professional attire is required at ARCONs and NATCON
· Cadets in SW may choose to wear their uniforms or dress in civilian attire

·  However, if a cadet starts out wearing a uniform at ARCON or NATCON they must wear the uniform for the entirety of the event and the same goes for if a cadet starts out in civilian attire 

·  If cadets choose to wear their uniforms they can reference the “AAS Dress Cheat Sheet”, the only difference is that cadets wear a silver and blue cord in place of the gold and blue cord of AAS

· SW nametags are suggested for conclaves and should be worn on the right breast. The membership pin (wings) should be worn on the left breast.
